URBAN EDUCATION

1 Effective Fall 2014, the CSET and MS departments have been reorganized.  To enable easier comparison over time the prevIous years’ information has  been put into the current department structure.

Beginning Fall 2016,  UHD implemented a policy that allows new students to declare their major upon admission to the University, if eligible. This results in a larger number of new students declaring majors than in previous years.   This change is partially 
responsible for the increase in undergraduate majors (and decrease in undeclared majors) throughout the university.
